“There must, as it seems to me, be some nexus between (i) the loss which has been caused to the company’s creditors
generally by the carrying on of the business in the manner which gives rise to the exercise of the power and (ii) the
contribution which those knowingly party to the carrying on of the business in that manner should be ordered to make
to the assets in which the company’s creditors will share in the liquidation. An obvious case for contribution would be
where the carrying on of the business with fraudulent intent had led to the misapplication, or misappropriation, of the
company'’s assets. In such a case the appropriate order might be that those knowingly party to such misapplication or
misappropriation contribute an amount equal to the value of assets misapplied or misappropriated. Another obvious
case would be where the carrying on of the business with fraudulent intent had led to claims against the company by
those defrauded. In such a case the appropriate order might be that those knowingly party to the conduct which had
given rise to those claims in the liquidation contribute an amount equal to the amount by which the existence of those
claims would otherwise diminish the assets available for distribution to creditors generally; that is to say an amount
equal to the amount which has to be applied out of the assets available for distribution to satisfy those claims.”
